Discourses of Deglobalization and Globalization of Knowledge

Outline for the Keynote Address 

In late May 2022, the world is at a crossroad. Sociologists 

like to refer to it as a juncture, a moment of uncertainty. On 

the one hand, we hear about deglobalization as replacing the 

optimism and promises of globalization, on the other hand 

the need for globalization of knowledge is at its peak now, 

especially to tackle the problems confronting the world. 

 

Globalization is a phenomenon of increasing worldwide interconnectedness that 

combines economic, cultural and social transformations. In this chapter, I am 

adopting a broader - that is, more holistic – definition of globalization. The main 

argument is based on the premise that globalization is a historical process which we 

can better understand as a process of processes that has unfolded in different phases. 

In the present phase of globalization, knowledge production and, especially, higher 

education drives, and is driven by, globalization. I examine the state of the play of 

knowledge production in the context of higher education, analyze different aspects of 

higher education, and implications of different aspects of higher education and in 

conclusion, I reflect if and how some of the lessons can be relevant for the countries 

of the South.  

 

Before proceeding any farther, I must define globalization and contextualize the 

debates over deglobalization. 

 

Defining Globalization: 

 

Sometimes it is easier to define a concept by suggesting what it is not. Since 

globalization has become a buzz word, as a concept it has lost its analytical purchase. 

To dispel the populist meanings, below, I present – somewhat schematically - what 

globalization is not: 

• Globalization is NOT McDonaldization (a term developed by sociologist 

George Ritzer) or, Americanization.  

• In other words, globalization is NOT Westernization. 

• Globalization is NOT Capitalism globalized (neo-liberal globalization is one 

form of globalization). That capitalism has an in-built tendency to be global 

goes back to Adam Smith in the 18th century, and Karl Marx in the 19th century.  
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Globalization is, according to Roland Robertson, who first introduced the term in 

social sciences is compression of the world and a growing conciousness about the 

compression of world.  

 

Globalization is a macro-social process, which is entangled and contingent. It 

connects and loosely integrates, transforms and gets transformed. It is a series of 

inescapable entanglements. 

 

Is Globalization over? What about deglobalization? 

 

Like the rumor of Mark Twain’s death, the report of the demise of globalization is an 

exaggeration.  

• Brexit hindered regionalization, but other forms of regional and global 

cooperation continued and Europe is united again 

• Regionalization and its changing forms are aspects of globalization  

• Not one globalization but many globalizations 

• Even before the COVID-19, it was claimed that globalization was over 

• The January / February 2017 issue of the Foreign Affairs has several articles 

on deglobalization 

• Brexit and the presidency of Donald Trump in 2016 were supposedly solid 

proofs of deglobalization 

• Covid-19 has slowed down the flow of international trade, initially threatened 

the global supply-chain, affected global travel but did not affect global 

communication. ICT and e-business worldwide enjoyed a remarkable growth. 

• Globalization cannot be reduced to economic globalization. 

• How to rescue globalization from a narrow, reductionist definition? 

• Russia-Ukraine war is a setback for globalization, but a temporary one. 

 

Changing Globalization 

• Globalization is multi-dimensional 

• There are multiple discourses of globalization (Robertson and Khondker, 1998 

International Sociology, 13:1) 

• Globalization is not static, it is dynamic Globalization is.  

• Not a thing or an episode, it is a process 

• ”The globalization process must change and adapt to newly emerging 

conditions if we are to plan more effectively for global pandemics, financial 

crises, economic inequality and imbalances in populations movements through 

migration” (Turner and Khondker, 2010:3). 

• Conceptualizing Globalization: Thin versus Thick Theory of Globalization. 

• Thin theory – Tom Friedman – World is flat – internet and economy, 

globalization is simply defined as global spread of “neo-liberalism” which 

originated with Reagan / Thatcher era of the 1980s and boosted by the collapse 

of the “really existing socialism” 
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• Thick theory – Richard Florida - World is uneven – sociological theory 

(economy is embedded in society). The process began long time ago with 

earlier trade links, silk road, spread of religion, ideas, technology. 

 

Thin versus Thick Theories of Globalization 

• Thin theory or economic globalization - homogenization 

• Thick theory or sociological globalization – heterogenization (glocalization is 

an example) 

• If we accept the thin theory of globalization, then yes there is likely 

deglobalization 

• If we accept – and we must accept the Thick or sociological theory of 

globalization the march of globalization will continue, especially with regard 

to knowledge production and knowledge sharing. 

 

The key world problems: pandemic, climate change, war and peace, and sustainable 

and equitable economic growth all depend on global cooperation, a humane, 

interactive globalization where cooperation in knowledge production will play a key 

role.

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Abstract 

 

Cattle farming waste disposal is an important concern with regard to promoting 

organic farming and environmental sustainability. The main objective of this 

study was to investigate the disposal methods of cattle farm waste in the Ampara 

district and to identify problems faced by cattle farm owners in disposing of the 

waste generated. Eight veterinary ranges in the Ampara district i.e., Akkaraipattu, 

Addalachchenai, Kalmunai, Samanthurai, Uhana, Pottuvil, Thirukkovil, 

Alayadivembu, Nintavur, and Sainthamarathu were selected for the study. The 

data were collected using a structured questionnaire and analysed. The study 

found that the waste materials generated were cow dung, urine, bedding material, 

wasted feed, wastewater, and placenta. The methods used to dispose of the waste 

materials are those of direct selling, giving away for free of charge, surface 

application as fertilizer, composting, draining out to crop fields, burning, and 

burying. The burying is practiced only for the placenta whereas the burning is 

practiced to dispose mainly of wasted feed materials. Lack of support from the 

government organization is the main problem faced by farmers to dispose of cattle 

farm waste. It is concluded that waste generated from cattle farms in Ampara 

district is utilized as fertilizer in a fairly sustainable manner indicating the 

awareness among the farmers about the value of the cattle farm waste materials. 

It is suggested that with the support of the government organization involved, the 

sustainability of cattle farms' waste utilization can be improved further.

PREVALENCE OF SUBCLINICAL MASTITIS IN 
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Abstract 

 
Subclinical mastitis (SM) is a non-symptomatic form of intramammary inflammation in 

the udder or teat, that affects 20–50% of cows in given herds. The majority of mastitis is 

of bacterial origin, accounting for more than 90% of all mastitis diagnosis. This study was 

conducted from 1st of October 2020 to 31st of April 2021. The objective of this study 

was to determine the prevalence of sub clinical mastitis in semi intensively managed cattle 

farms in Randomly selected Government Veterinary Ranges namely Damana, 

Ampara,Samanthurei, Navithanveli, Kalmunei and Irakkamam in Ampara District. A 

total of 24 farms were visited,236 milk samples were collected from all active four 

quarters from 60 clinically healthy cows on which California Mastitis Test (CMT) was 

performed. The results revealed that 47 quarters (47/236, 20%) were positive for CMT & 

189 quarters were Negative. The prevalence of subclinical mastitis of cow level 

41.6%(25/60), farm level 58.3%( 14/24) and quarter level 20%(47/236) were observed in 

this study. Further, 58% (35/60) cow level),41.66(10/24) farm level and 80% (189/236) 

quarter level was negative for the CMT test.These findings have demonstrated high 

prevalence rate of sub clinical mastitis in cows in the selected areas.Relatively higher 

prevalence may be due to improper mastitis prevention and control programs adopted by 

farmers.  

Further, the severity of the subclinical mastitis was graded as CMT 1+ being the most 

severe to CMT 3+ being the least severe. Accordingly, most sub clinically positive 

quarters had CMT 2+ readings 46.8% (22/47) while CMT 1+ reading 21.27%(10/47), 

CMT 3+ reading 23.4% (11/47) and trace 8.5%( 4//47)was less. And also in cows with 

3rd parity showing 13.33% high prevalence of sub clinical mastitis from 25 total positive 

animals.Improper hygienic practices such as washing hands and udder, cleanness of cattle 

shed and surround environment, pre and post teat dipping and unawarnes may be the 

major causes for this kind of situation. Farmers should be educated on enormous 

economic losses occured due to sub clinical mastitis because nearly three times as that of 

clinical form and must be directed to a sound mastitis prevention and control program in 

every farm in this area. In this study, Subclinical mastitis negative farms and animals 

already followed standard mastitis control programme under direct supervision of 

Veterinary Investigation Center,Ampara using free issue CMT reagent teat dip 

solutions,proper dry cow Therapy and udder infusions according to the culture & ABST 

results.

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Abstract  

 

Seed dispersal of tropical almond, Terminalia catappa by the short-nosed fruit bat 

Cynopterus sphinx, was investigated in the plains of Tirunelveli, Tamil Nadu, 

South India. While foraging, the bats remove fruits, carry them to nearby night-

feeding tree roosts, chew pericarp, extract juices and discard compressed fibres 

and seeds. Thus, the seeds are dispersed while the bats are in transit between fruit 

trees and night feeding roosts. An experiment was conducted to demonstrate the 

germination success of bat-dispersed almond seeds. The dispersed seeds collected 

beneath the feeding roosts, were categorised as pericarp fully chewed (PFC), 

pericarp partially chewed (PPC), and pericarp unchewed (PUC), of which the 

latter served as a control. It is evident that the germination rates of PFC seeds 

were 68 %, PPC seeds 60% and control PUC seeds 40%. Moreover, the mean 

germination period of PFC seeds was 28.4 days (± 3.13; n=25), PPC 29.8 days (± 

3.97; n=10) and control PUC 49.6 days (± 4.66; n=20). Seed germination 

occurred significantly earlier in bat-chewed fruits of T. catappa when compared 

to control seeds (t = -7.21; p

REPELLENT AND INSECTICIDAL EFFECT OF 
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Abstract 

 

Mosquitoes are responsible for the transmission of many kinds of vector bone 

diseases such as Dengue, Malaria, Lymphatic filariasis and Japanese encephalitis, 

yellow fever, and other forms of encephalitis. Among these kinds of diseases, 

Malaria is the most devasting disease for many centuries and causes many deaths 

annually. In Sri Lanka, Malaria is transmitted by Anopheles species primarily and 

secondary. Other than disease transmission mosquitoes can cause painful bites. 

So, we must improve personal protection to prevent their being bitten. The present 

study has investigated the repellents and insecticidal activities of five herbal 

extracts in Sri Lanka namely Calotropis gigantea L., Tagetes erecta L., Lantana 

camara L., Vitex negundo L., and Cinnamomum zeylanicum L. against secondary 

Malaria vector species of Anopheles tessellatus using WHO standard 

susceptibility test kit for adult mosquitoes. Methanolic five-leaf extracts were 

evaluated by using ten unfed 2-5 days adult female mosquitoes of A. tessellatus. 

The contact irritancy assay was done for the investigation of percentage 

repellency and the toxicity assay was done for the investigation of percentage 

mortality using three concentrations (1000ppm, 2500ppm, 5000ppm) and each 

concentration carried out three replicates. The diluted MeOH was used as control 

test. The C. zeylanicum was recorded with the highest percentage mortality 

(5000ppm; 100.00±0.00) after 24 hours exposure period; and the highest 

percentage repellency (5000ppm; 100.00±0.00) after 1 hour exposure period. 

Tagetes erecta was recorded potential percentage mortality (5000ppm; 

83.33±3.33) and potential percentage repellency (5000ppm; 55.67±12.67). 

Calotropis gigantea were recorded lowest percentage mortality and lowest 

percentage repellency for all concentrations. In conclusion C. zeylanicum acted 

as best repellent and insecticidal extract among selected extracts against An. 

tessellatus. According to findings of this experiment, suggest doing some 

investigation of chemical compounds which may affect for repellent and 

insecticidal activity of selected extracts in future.

KNOWLEDGE, ATTITUDE AND PRACTICE 
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Abstract 
 
The COVID - 19 Pandemic has become a public health crisis. The general objective of 

this study is to assess the knowledge, attitude and practice of COVID - 19 and the 

association of socio-demographic factors on it among the youth in the Vadamaradchy 

North Divisional Secretariat. Mixed method was used in this community based study. 

Based on stratified random sampling technique, 427 youth participated in this study. 

Primary data were collected through questionnaire method, case study method and the 

key informant interviews. The quantitative data were analyzed using descriptive statistical 

methods with SPSS version 26 chi-square test was also performed. Qualitative data were 

analyzed thematically. Results reveal that most of the participants (53.4%) belonged to 

the 24-29 years of age group and among them females were predominantly higher 

(56.9%). Results show that the vast majority of the youth (95.8%) had adequate 

knowledge of COVID – 19. Results also highlight that 31% of the youth were afraid to 

COVID – 19. Results indicate that 81% of the youth had positive attitudes towards the 

COVID – 19 infected persons.  Results also reveal that 35.6% of the youth stated that they 

do not want to reveal it to others if they have symptoms of the COVID -19. Results show 

that 66.8% of the youth stated that they were ready for vaccination. Results indicate that 

the majority of the youth (91.8%) highly followed the precautionary measures for 

COVID-19. Qualitative data highlighted that the youth perceived COVID – 19 as a 

stigma. Results show that 58.9% of youth used Complementary and Alternative Medicine 

for the preventive practices for the COVID-19. Prior to the COVID-19 pandemic, only 

67.7% of the youth had the habit of washing their hands properly when they returned 

home from outside. But during the COVID-19 pandemic, 98.1% of the youth practised 

frequent hand washing with soap or liquid hand washing. Gender shows a significant 

association with preventive practices such as wearing facemask (p < 0.001), following 

precautionary measures (p = 0.035) and maintaining social distance (p = 0.005). The 

results of the research study conclude that the majority of youth have adequate knowledge 

of COVID – 19. However, attitude and practice among youth towards COVID - 19 

precautionary measures were not in desirable conditions. Therefore, more health 

education programs and awareness on prevention and precautionary measures of COVID 

-19 should be organized for people at community level.

In today's world, non-infectious epidemics lead to death and most of women face 

lots of struggles due to obesity. Therefore, BMI (Body Mass Index) plays an 

important role in humans' health which is a noticeable thing that women face a 

lot of challenges in case of obesity. This has been caused severe effects in 

compensating more people. Lack of awareness among people leads to this 

situation. Thus, the risk assessment is investigated based on the particular concept 

in the mathugama Divisional secretariat. The main aim of this study is to assess 

the challenges of the epidemic of obesity among women. The primary and 

secondary data were used in this study, accordingly, the women above the age of 

18 who has the highest amount of BMI were selected and data were collected 

from them through the BMI analysis report, observation, questionnaire and 

interview which were analysed in the descriptive method through the purposive 

sampling technique.

Occupational health hazards have become a serious health issue in modern 

society. Sanitary workers are one of the risk groups of occupational health 

hazards. The main objective of this study is to assess the causes and the impact 

of occupational health hazards among the sanitary workers. Mixed method was 

used for this institutional based study. Based on the simple random sampling 

technique 196 Sanitary workers were selected for this study. Primary data were 

collected through the interviewer administered questionnaire, case study method, 

focus group interview, key informant interviews and observation method. 

Qualitative data were analyzed thematically. Quantitative data were analyzed 

using a descriptive statistical method with the support of SPSS (version 23). 

Results of the study reveal that the majority of the sanitary workers from the 

Jaffna Municipal Council were involved in cleaning roads, drainage canals and 

public toilets and solid waste collection which caused occupational health 

hazards. Results reveal that 79.6% of the sanitary workers used the personal 

protective equipment during work while 24.6% of the sanitary were not used 

protective equipment. Results show that 59.7% of the sanitary workers had 

occupational health hazards such as skin diseases, respiratory problems and other 

health problems. Sanitary workers were discriminated against due to occupational 

health hazards. The findings of the study conclude that the majority of the sanitary 

workers encountered occupational health hazards. Therefore, health education 

programs on prevention of occupational health hazards should be organized 

routinely for the sanitary workers.

The Sri Lankan government has been introducing free education since 1931 and 

continuously providing free education to students from school to university, but 

the number of students seeking private classes is increasing. Most of the studies 

conclude that private classes do not have a significant influence on the attainment 

of higher education, and some scholars argue that private classes are a burden to 

students. On the other hand, some ideas are being put forward that private 

education leads students to better results. Beyond that, conditions are increasing 

for students to move to private classes. Based on these factors, students seek 

private classes. This study aims to identify the influential social factors of the 

student’s curiosity to seek private tuition classes. For this purpose, quantitative 

and qualitative methods were used, under the Kalmunai Education Zone, 

Maruthamunai was selected as a sample.

Despite the fact that it brings harmful causes to women, virginity test prevails 

among several communities as a measuring tool of purity of a girl and as a 

traditional wedding practice. Virginity test is such a kind of violence, does not 

attract much research and few literature is available on this. Accordingly, this 

study was formed to explore the reasons and scientific basis behind bridal 

virginity test as a custom which prevails even among Muslims as well. This paper 

presents one of the sub aims of the Doctor of Philosophy degree. This study is 

entirely a qualitative anthropological study. Following snowball sampling 

technique, nine cases were studied in depth to collect data. Findings reveal that 

the entire process of virginity test is useless, harmful and humiliating practice. 

Further, it was explained as a biased and an unfair practice. Rather than relevance, 

study reveals that the entire process is irrelevant. Study excavated interesting and 

traumatic stories related to virginity test. Prior marriage counseling, awareness to 

adults, gender and sex education at secondary and tertiary education were 

suggested by respondents in order to curb this practice from communities.

As the aging population in Sri Lanka is growing rapidly and is a risk factor for 

geriatric diseases, the elderly people face increasing health care probems. Overall 

objective of this medical sociological study was to assess the health care problems 

of the elderly people living in the Thenmaradchi Divisional Secretariat division. 

A mixed method was employed in this community-based study. Questionnaire 

survey, key informant interviews and case study methods were used as the 

primary data. Based on the stratified random sampling technique 427 elderly 

people were selected for this study. The quantitative data collected through the 

questionnaire method was analyzed using descriptive statistical methods and chi-

square tests with the usage of SPSS version 21. Qualitative data were analyzed 

thematically from the case study method and key informant interviews. The age 

range for the elderly was 60-98 years, with an average of 71.14 and deviation of 

7.462. Most of the elderly (69.1%) had chronic diseases and among them, the vast 

majority of elderly (94.4%) received medical treatment for their diseases. Most 

elderly people (27%) suffered high blood pressure and 2.2% of the elderly people 

had kidney disease. Over majority of the elderly people (97%) did not get geriatric 

medical services for their health care problems. Socio demographic factors, 

particularly the sex (p=0.047) and education (p<0.000) have a statistically 

significant association between doctor-patient relationship at the government 

hospitals. As well as, the total monthly income of the family has a strong 

association with the life satisfaction (p=0.006) of the elderly people. The majority 

of elderly people (89.9%) felt they were full of energy. Most of the elderly people 

(82.4%) felt happy most of the time. More elderly people (79.4%) stated they 

used coping mechanisms to manage their health care related issues. The research 

concludes that the elderly people faced enormous health care related problems. 

This study strongly recommends that more health care and geriatric medical 

services should be provided to enhance the quality of life and well-being of the 

elderly people.

Categorizing schools and tracking the students  is one of the enduring issues in 

present-day research on educational equity. Sri Lanka, with its long standing free 

educational achievements and reforms suffers with structural inequality of family. 

In this context this study objective is to identify and assessing the inequity factors 

by analyzing the scenario of type 2 schools in Jaffna division. By mapping the 

educational attainment gaps of these students, study aimed to find out the facts 

for the research questions such as the nature of relationship between attainment 

and parental education/occupation, physical facilities of home, home interactions 

and self- esteem of the students and selection of schools. The study has been 

planned as a cross sectional survey .Students from type 2 schools and the 

advantaged schools of the same division were the population of the study. Data 

was collected by using self-administrated questionnaire and were analyzed with 

the help of SPSS. Equity indices have been developed based on human capital 

and physical facilities available in students’ family. The results revealed that there 

was a statistically significant difference (p<0.05) in equity index between 

students of type 2 schools and other advantaged schools  Results also clearly 

reflect that a substantial majority of respondent’s parents are with poor 

educational background and temporary nature of occupations. Lacking the basic 

need such as separate space or study rooms at their homes; No assistance at home 

related to education and has very low interactional engagements. In this context , 

the study anticipates that constructed equity indexes will facilitate as  tools  of the 

core planning and monitoring of full-fledged implementation of consolidated 

equity strategy and useful for specific intervention policy like socio economic

Abstract 

 
Archaeological studies, historical literature and archaeological heritage confirm that 

Northern Sri Lanka has an ancient and continuous history of no less than 2,500 years. The 

Pāli sources which recorded the history of Sri Lanka do not provide a balanced record of 

the history of all the regions of Sri Lanka in an equal manner. However, Northern Sri 

Lanka has been mentioned as “Nāgadīpa (m)” since the ancient time and as “Nāgadīpam” 

and afterwards as “Uttara - desa” since the 7th Century A.D. Archaeological and literary 

sources state that Northern Sri Lanka was uniquely denoted as “Nāgadīpa(m)” and 

afterwards as “Uttara - desa” even before the common era i.e. B.C. Confirming this 

further, a gold plate inscription belonging to the 3rd – 4th centuries, found at Vallipuram 

in 1936, speaks of a Buddhist Vihara found at “Nakātiva” and confirms that the pāli 

literature was identified as the Nāgadīpa (m) of Northern Sri Lanka. Thus, Northern Sri 

Lanka referred as “Nāgadīpa (m)” in Pāli and “Nāgativa” in Prakrit was identified as 

“Nākapūmi” and “Nāganātu” which is proved by the archaeological sources and 

literatures of īḻam and Tamil Nāṭu. These sources show that names such as Nāgadīpa (m), 

Nākapūmi, and Nāganātu were used to identify Northern Sri Lanka until 13th century. 

Accordingly, this study reveals the importance of archaeological studies carried out in 

Northern Sri Lanka (Nāgadīpa (m)), a region with its unique traditional history since 

ancient times in the history of Sri Lanka. Therefore, the hypotheses of this study stresses 

on the importance of archaeological excavations carried out so far in Northern Sri Lanka 

in understanding the history of Sri Lanka and whether major archaeological studies in 

Northern Sri Lanka have reread the history of Sri Lanka. The primary objective of the 

research that is based on the afore mentioned hypothesis, is to study the importance of the 

archeological excavations carried out here so far in revealing the ancient history of 

Northern Sri Lanka or in allowing the history of Northern Sri Lanka to be redefined.  It 

further focuses in identifying the role of Northern Sri Lanka in the history of 

archaeological research of Sri Lanka. In order to fulfill these research objectives, the study

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BRITISH TRADE ACTIVITY IN THE COROMANDEL 

COAST OF TAMIL NADU: A HISTORICAL 

PERSPECTIVE  
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Abstract 

 

The Coromandel Coast of Tamil Nadu from the ancient times has been an 

important prominent commercial maritime trading route for the Europeans in the 

Textile Trade. The British, Portuguese, French, Danish and the Dutch influenced 

the native rules along the coast to obtain rights and privileges to establishe ports, 

port towns and factories to carry out trade with East Asian countries, Europe and 

other parts of the world. Pondhicherry, Devanampatnam, Porto Novo, 

Tranquebar, Karaikal, Nagapatnam and Turicorin were some of the important Sea 

Ports on the North South direction of the Coromandel Coast. All the initial 

European Settlers opened trading with Bengal and Coromandel Coast where rich 

cotton and cotton clothes of all varieties were available. The protection of the 

Paravas from the atrocities of the Moors by the Portuguese helped them to 

establish their foot print in Tuticorin from where they had brisk trade with Ceylon. 

Eventually the rift between the Portuguese and Nayaks of Madurai lead to the 

domination of the Dutch who thrived in the pearl fishery trade and coarse cloth 

exports. The number of ship calling the Turicorin Port increased from 16 in 1860-

66 to 562 in 1905-06 and the revenue witnessed a gradual growth of 2012 in 1860-

66 to 48,226 in 1905-06.  In this paper submitted in the International Conference 

an attempt has been made to trace the Maritime Trade activity of the British in 

the Coromandel Coast.

In many parts of Sri Lanka, the human-elephant conflict poses a serious hazard 

to the public. The human-elephant conflict in Sri Lanka is not a recent problem, 

the problem is part of the ancient. It has been going on since man began 

cultivating in elephant-infested areas. In this way, the research aims to analyze 

the impact of human-elephant conflict in Nintavur DSD. The study was carried 

out based on the primary and secondary data collection techniques and the 

primary data collection was done by Key Informal Interviews (KII), 

Questionnaires and field surveys systematically. Secondary data were collected 

from Divisional secretariat repots, research articles, agrarian reports, newspapers, 

internet and books. Based on these findings results have been concluded in this 

study. Various human and physical impacts have been identified from the public 

perception through the questionnaire survey. The study of the Impact of human-

elephant conflict was carried out from 2017 to 2021 through the use of a 

questionnaire in 85 families selected randomly from Nintavur DSD.  As a result, 

most of the present elephant range overlaps and stretches into agricultural lands, 

resulting in human conflict. According to the research, the elephant conflict had 

the greatest impact on agricultural land, settlement and practice during the two 

season of agricultural yield growth. The area had a lot of agricultural land and 

communities, and it was mostly used by humans and elephants. According to the 

findings of this study, the Maha and Yala seasons were identified as the periods 

of Human-Elephant conflict. Therefore, the public belief, human-elephant 

conflict occurs most frequently around Maha season (69%). And also the result, 

71% of the respondents' associated with crop damage and the Public identified 

(86%) paddy crop damage was a higher impact in the study area. At the same 

time, the researchers suggested some mitigation practices to the conflict of 

human-elephant in the study area which is highly implementable practices for the 

public and authorized people according to the review of traditional and modern 

techniques.

The water resource system of the Kanyakumari district consists of natural and 

manmade. There are many streams and rivulets, flowing from the hills and forests. 

But many such streams and torrents were harnessed wherever necessary and 

arrangements were perpetuated for the proper use of water. Kanyakumari district 

has been bestowed by the topography with enormous rivers, and tributaries. In 

addition to that more than 3000 tanks are recorded in ayacuts. Kanyakumari 

district is gifted with only three percent of the water resources of Tamil Nadu and 

they are mainly dependent on the rainfall of two monsoons the southwest 

monsoon and North-East monsoon. Water resources as old as a civilization are 

practiced in the Kanyakumari district from time immemorial. During the Sangam 

age, only the deltaic regions were endowed with water resources. The Neyyar 

second stage irrigation scheme was inaugurated in July 1958 when Mr. K. 

Kamaraj was the Chief Minister of Madras. It was a long-standing demand of the 

people of Vilavancode taluk to make necessary arrangements for irrigation 

facilities so that the dry lands on the southwest portion of Vilavancode taluk will 

be brought under cultivation. Vilathurai water resource system was one of the 

important schemes in Vilavancode taluk of Kanyakumari district. Irenipuram and 

the adjacent areas of Vilavancode taluk were dry and drought-hit areas. The 

Chittar Pattanankal water resource scheme was started when Baktavatsalam was 

the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu. The Kothaiyar Water Resource System 

consists of Kothaiyar, Paraliyar, Chittar I and Chittar II. The Mathur aqueduct 

water resource scheme was constructed in 1966 during the Congress 

administration when Mr. Bakta Vatsalam was the Chief Minister of the then 

Madras Presidency. Hence the people of the Kanyakumari district feel the acute 

shortage of water for domestic as well as agricultural purposes. Though the 

Government takes steps to remove the encroachments yet these encroachments

Mobile Ad-Hoc Networks (MANET) is an emerged area in the computing field. 

A mobile ad hoc network is a wireless network of mobile devices that forms a 

temporary network to communicate among the nodes without any fixed network 

infrastructure or centralized administration. MANET has many characteristics 

such as dynamic topologies, mobility, multi-hop routing, self-configurable, etc. 

Because of the highly dynamic topology of mobile nodes, limited battery power, 

and memory size in ad-hoc networks, making routing among mobile nodes to 

identify the optimum path from the source node to the destination node a 

complicated and challenging process. There are three types of routing protocols 

table-driven routing Protocols (proactive), on-demand routing protocols 

(reactive), and hybrid routing protocol (combine proactive and reactive). This 

paper proposes a new routing protocol algorithm (TH-AODV) for optimal path 

selection in MANETs by combining the Ad-hoc On-Demand Distance Vector 

(AODV) protocol with the factors of time and hop-count. In TH-AODV 

algorithm, if a communication link is broken, the best route for data delivery is 

determined by comparing the path from the source node to the destination node 

or the path from the node at the damaged link to the destination node. We have 

compared the suggested algorithm TH-AODV with other three types of routing 

algorithm DSDV, ZRP, and AODV using the network simulator NS-3. For low 

and high mobile nodes between 10 and 60 nodes, we examined performance 

differentials on simulated regions such as 600 x 600 m2, 800 x 800 m2, and 1000 

x 1000 m2. For our evaluation, we used end-to-end delay, throughput, and packet 

delivery ratio as performance metrics. When the number of nodes and 

configuration area is increased, our testing results demonstrate that TH-AODV 

performs better than DSDV, ZRP, and AODV.

The proliferation of social media enables the public to express their views and 

perceptions readily online. Twitter is one such platform that helps in obtaining a 

huge amount of textual data and performing useful analysis. Sentiment 

Classification is one such analysis undertaken to gain insights into public opinion 

on a certain topic. Although this has been prevalently done using many 

approaches, the limitations still exist in non-English languages. This study aims 

to compare the use of the lexical-based approach and machine learning-based 

approach for classifying the Tamil tweets based on their sentiment. Twitter API 

was used to perform twitter scraping that resulted in 45852 tweets in total. 300 

random tweets were then classified to their respective sentiments by subject 

experts in the field, this annotated data was used as ground truth and 06 

underlying studies were performed on the processed and cleaned data. Four 

machine learning algorithms (Support Vector Machine, eXtreme Gradient 

Boosting, Random Forest, and Gaussian Naïve Bayes) and two lexical-based 

analyzers (VADER and TextBlob) were used for this comparative analysis. The 

results suggested that the machine learning algorithms performed extremely well 

where the Support Vector Machine secured the best performance score of all. This 

study serves as empirical evidence for those interested in performing sentiment 

analysis on Tamil language tweets.

The pipe-borne drinking water supply systems have been in operation since the 

colonial period in Sri Lanka. After the Independence, and with the involvement 

of the Galoya Development Board, the water supply system was developed 

covering the township of Ampara district also, and it was later taken over by 

National Water Supply & Drainage Board. The distribution system was extended 

from time to time in surrounding areas in an ad-hoc manner. There was no proper 

hydraulic model available to identify the sizes of pipes and capacity of storage 

required to satisfy the demand without any “no water” complaint. Hence, this 

research was undertaken to identify whether the existing system is adequate to 

supply water to satisfy the required demand in the Ampara region. Furthermore, 

this study also covered the capacity of storage tanks and sizes of pipelines 

required to satisfy the demand after ten years and twenty years of period. In this 

research, Existing pipe networks of the Ampara region were drawn in Arc-GIS 

and WaterGem model was developed to identify the pipe sizes and storage 

capacity of tanks. The results show that, since the existing elevated storage tanks 

are not enough for direct supply throughout the day, the network was bypassed to 

the pumping pipeline. Moreover, storage tanks were used as balancing tanks 

while introducing necessary controls. Furthermore, to maintain limited residual 

pressure and required flow in the system, a variable frequency drive pumping 

system is introduced at the pumping station and inconsistency in the network 

model has been improved while introducing necessary changes for physical 

components. The proposed physical changes are documented for construction 

relevant to this field in the future.

It is crucial to study the effect of inflation and economic growth on unemployment 

because unemployment is an important economic indicator in both developed and 

developing countries. The secondary data was collected from Central Bank 

Annual reports for 1960-2019, Sri Lanka. The collected data on Gross Domestic 

Product growth (GDP-annual %), inflation (consumer price, annual %) and 

unemployment rate (annual %) were analyzed using E-views 10. The descriptive 

analysis and the correlation analysis were used to check the basic behavior of the 

selected variables. According to the results of correlation, unemployment rate was 

negatively correlated with both inflation and economic growth. Furthermore, the 

stationary property or the unit root of the selected variables was checked using 

the Augmented Dickey-Fuller test. The unit root test results revealed that the GDP 

growth, inflation, and unemployment rate were stationary at level. The ordinary 

least square method (OLS) was implied to estimate the unknown parameters in 

the linear regression model. Agreeing to the results of regression analysis, the 

coefficients of inflation and GDP growth were negative, thus both had shown a 

significant negative influence on unemployment. Consequently, Granger 

Causality test was performed to check the causality among the selected variables 

and found there was only unidirectional causality exists between inflation and 

unemployment rate in Sri Lanka. The model validity and stability were checked 

and found the coefficients of model parameter are unstable. Therefore, the study 

concluded that inflation and economic growth reduce unemployment but the 

influence on unemployment seems to be insignificant.

Advanced economies are at the vanguard of sustainable growth of university-

industry collaborations. Factually, Sri Lankan state universities have had a 

truncated level of research and innovation. As a result, Sri Lanka performs less 

well than some similar countries in the absorption of technologies. To address the 

gap, the authors conducted a study to identify a mechanism to enhance the 

efficiency of university-industry collaboration. The study reports empirical 

findings concluded from 13 state universities. The authors used questionnaire 

surveys and semi-structured interviews to collect data from the universities. A 

combination of qualitative and quantitative data analysis was practised to 

emphasize research findings. The study discusses the current status of university-

industry collaboration, barriers to collaboration, roles of university business 

linkages or tech transfer offices, and mechanisms to improve university-industry 

linkage.

Purpose –This study examines the extent and determinants of voluntary 

disclosure of companies listed in Colombo Stok Exchange (CSE).  

Design/methodology/approach – Complying to the previous empirical studies 

on corporate voluntary disclosures, this study surveyed the annual reports of 43 

randomly drawn sampled firms using 60 disclosure items constructed into three 

voluntary disclosure indies namely corporate strategic disclosure index (CSDI), 

financial and capital market information disclosure index (FCMDI), social 

reporting disclosure index (SRDI). The samples firms were observed for three 

reporting periods from 2016 through 2018. Data was analyzed using descriptive 

statistics, correlation and OLS regression analysis.  

Findings – The study found that the extent of voluntary disclosures by firms listed 

in CSE gradually grew over the years. Extents of disclosure of such corporate 

strategic information as ‘ways of improvement in product/service quality and the 

customer service’, ‘research development activities’ and ‘future product and 

development’ are relatively higher than the other corporate and strategic 

information surveyed. Financial and capital market related disclosure items that 

reflect on companies’ market value have been disclosed relatively at higher rates 

than the items that connect to the assessment of current and potential risk, return 

and operating cash flows useful for industry comparison.  

Research limitations/implications – Following previous studies, this paper 

surveyed only the annual reports of listed firms, which is a regular medium of 

companies’ disclosures. This paper however excludes voluntary disclosure 

contents in other such media as company’s website, magazine and sustainability 

reports etc.  

Originality/value – Distinguished from similar empirical works, the descriptive 

analysis on the extent of disclosures has in detail been directed to items within 

disclosure constructs. This account of analysis helps the inference of patters/ 

reasons/motives/attitudes that underlie voluntary disclosures.
