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ABSTRACT

This study aims to investigate the strategies of vocabulary learning, used by
the students who learn Arabic Language as their second language in the
department of Arabic Language of the faculty of Islamic Studies and Arabic
Language of South Eastern University of Sri Lanka.The sample size of this
study was seventy students from level one of the department of Arabic
Language, to whom questionnaires were given. The Results indicated that
Arabic learners have lack of knowledge in vocabulary and face problems in
determining the meaning of the words and its usage in the correct context
since they try to develop their vocabulary ability in several ways. But they have
to use the appropriate strategies to learn vocabulary of Arabic Language.
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
